a part of the time in the Militia, and a part

in the regular troop of that state. that he 

lived about Saratoga and rendered a portion

of his Militia services about that place

and about Johnstown in the state

of New York, that her late husband

above named made an application for 
a pension  under the act of the 7th of June

1832. but his papers cannot now befound

and she is unable to give a specific

description of his services.

that she was married to the said Henry

Vanhining on or about the 22nd day of April

1824 in the county of Medina in the

State of Ohio and that her name before

marriage was Prudence Taylor.

and that she is still the Widow of the said

Henry Vanhining and that she has no family

record of said marriage.

and that said Henry Vanhining died on 

the twenty fifth day of December one thousand 
eight hundred and forty in the county 
of Summit in the state of Ohio

she further declares that she was not married

to the said Henry Vanhining before his leaving

the service but that the marriage took place as

above stated. that she believes her 

said husband was an officer part of the time

that he served in the War of the Revolution

that he was a captain or at least

a commissioned officer and that she has

heard his say that he was often called

upon to perform short towers of duty

in cases of immergency and that it was in

a company regularly organized and recognized

as in the services
